Ben grew up in Cornwall before completing his degree in Geology at the University of 
Bristol.  He then worked at Hale school, Perth, Australia for a year (whilst playing cricket in 
the Suburban Turf Premier League) before ski guiding for a season in Les Arc. He moved to 
Cheltenham in 2005 to carry out his PGCE at the University of Gloucester before gaining 
employment at Dean Close. He has taught at Dean Close for 10 years; his roles have 
included resident tutor of Tower House, Master I/C Cricket, Geography teacher and most 
recently, Director of Studies for the Middle Years. He is married to Rachael and they have 
two energetic children: Kiki aged 4 and Barney 
aged 6. 
 
Ben is a very keen sportsman, playing a great 
deal of rugby and cricket until his mid-twenties.  
He played over 50 Minor Counties Championship 
cricket matches for Cornwall and has enjoyed 
playing cricket in the West Indies, New Zealand 
as well as a successful season in Perth, Australia 
before playing for Gloucestershire 2nd XI. Injury, 
work commitments and family put an early end 
to his competitive cricket but since then he has 
become passionate about running and cycling, 
regularly competing in endurance races. He runs 
for Cheltenham Harriers, posting an official PB of 
15.23 for 5K this summer and races at elite level 
in Duathlon. His top results include: 

¶ 12th overall at the age group World 
Duathlon Championships in Pontevedra, 
Spain in 2014 

¶ 3rd overall at the British Age Group Duathlon Championships in 2014 

¶ Undefeated (4 victories) in the Kinetic One Duathlon Series at Castle Combe in 2015 

¶ 11th at the British Elite Duathlon Championships in 2016 (beating several 
professional triathletes in the race!) 

¶ His duathlon victories include: The Worcester Duathlon, Lungbuster Duathlon, and 
the Storm the Castle Duathlon 

¶ His running race victories in recent years include: The Linda Franks 5 mile road race, 
Indian Queens Half Marathon, St Ives Bay 10k (3 years running), and Leg 5 in the 
Midland 12 stage Road Relays at Sutton Coldfield. 

¶ This summer he has taken part in triathlon, coming 2nd in the Tri Ferris Super Sprint 
Triathlon at Cotswold Waterpark
